OTHER #2 – CORE PRINCIPLES OF ARTS & SUSTAINABILITY PROJECTS
Core Principles of the Woodbridge Greenable Arts Program as defined within the six categories of Actions presented in the Township’s Sustainable Community Plan:
· TRANSPORTATION AND CIRCULATION

· Solicit professional artists to enter into a Bike Rack Contest bringing a program to Woodbridge that was done successfully in Nashville

· Hold a contest to create an alternate fuel decal to be placed on municipal (or any resident’s car) to show that they use alternative fuel

· Hold a collaborative art project to paint art within crosswalks

· Mark safe routes, trails and greenways with artwork done by residents

· Hold a decorated bike parade

· ENERGY CONSERVATION/GREEN BUILDINGS

· Have community participants build a sculpture using pre-energy saving building supplies e.g. light bulbs, insulation, walls, radiators 

· Have community participants build a sculpture using new energy efficient building supplies e.g. solar, panels, LED light bulbs

· Create a Shrinking Carbon footprint at the Greenable Woodbridge Museum; use bottle caps with individual artwork inside to make a footprint denoting carbon dioxide reduction goal in our Climate Action Plan; each month review actions taken and move caps into another mural that when completed will represent the planet Earth

· WATER MANAGEMENT, TREES AND OPEN SPACE

· Educate residents about the benefits of using rain barrels and have them paint the barrels

· Plant trees and have students place art (clay and twig sculpture) by tree

· Use the arts in wetlands and brownfields remediation as a means of engaging the public in environmental issues; by including public involvement in planning and planting they will appreciate inherent benefits of wetlands and learn what abusing our environment causes; will include all disciplines (visual, writers, designers, sculptors, historians)

· Commission a professional artist to create a sculpture that fits the site – example:  artists who create sculpture from twigs placed in wetlands restoration projects

· Create a greenway public arts program

· Create a waterfront public art program

· GREEN PURCHASING, RECYCLING AND MATERIALS MANAGEMENT

· Implement “The Art from Waste Experience” (AWE) to include a series of workshops creating art from recycled objects such as: Instruments out of recycled objects-xylophones from glass, metal, wood, stone, found objects; Denim art-area rug, coasters, memory box, oven mitt; Old book art-hidden safe, wallets, purses, envelopes, wall art; Styrofoam sculpture; Basket weaving; Clay; Batik; Natural building; Patchwork quilts; Origami; Wire sculpture; Puppet making; Recycled paper beads; Kites from recycled materials; Art for the office; Paper maiche masks; Paint murals on used clothing collection bins

· Establish an Artist-in-Residence program whose studio will be at Public Works and whose job responsibilities will include sorting through recyclables for art, workshops and reuse store, holding tours of studio monthly and displaying art

· Create a tiles-and-recycled-materials collaborative environmental art project

· Continue the  Recycled Drum Circle Sessions at the Greenable Woodbridge Museum

· Hold the Girl Scouts Recycled Clothes Fashion Show at Greenable Woodbridge Museum

· Hold a Cup Art Day at Parker Press; save cups, cans and bottles and decorate them and put in the fence; a temporary exhibit bringing awareness to the amount of waste we create

· BUSINESS OUTREACH

· Use the arts to make our four Township downtown areas more visually pleasing while encouraging more pedestrian traffic

· Make the arts an integral part of the Farmers Market 

· Include the arts as a component of the design of the Township’s Green Technology Park            

· Promote the Woodbridge Artisan Guild Gallery and Studio as part of the Township’s Buy Local Program

· Offer a program for local artists on “What it Means to be a Sustainable Artist”

· RESIDENT OUTREACH

· Incorporate Greenable Woodbridge Museum to serve as hub of the Arts and Sustainability Program:  Home to AWE; Reuse Art (reach out to businesses to donates recyclables placed in bins for art project children can do whenever they come to the museum); Reuse Store (items can be bought cheaply); Site for workshops; Environmental Art Exhibit with Large items (small items at the Woodbridge Artisan Guild Gallery)

· Hold sustainable song writing workshops 

· Present concert performances by environmentally-active musicians in conjunction with an environmental theme

· Schedule an outdoor concert in a Township park as a spring cleanup day that also incorporates communal recycled art projects

· Establish the Woodbridge Green Youth Players drama group who can write, produce and perform sustainable-themed plays

· Hold a public environmental-theme playwriting contest

· Incorporate Sustainable Poetry Readings into the Barron Arts Center monthly Poets Wednesday series

· Hold a contest for residents to create PSAs and/or documentaries to be aired on Woodbridge Township public access television 

· Use Collaborative Environmental Art projects to create a sense of community and awareness of our environment
In addition, the Township’s Sustainable Community Plan includes Objectives, Actions, Indicators and Targets for the six core planning elements or “sustainability focus areas” identified above.
